Introduction:  

We realize that a long term transit plan is required, but it should fit the 
need, be cost -effective and achievable.  This route is not the solution.  
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In order to ever be considered for approval, the Corps of Engineers  
requires each bridge to have a 360 foot wide support -free span,  

52 feet above flood level.   

Complex requirements result in high cost.  

$400 to $470 Million  

The chosen route is two diagonal paths crossing deep water.
